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The right age is “subjective”, says Mr David Kan, Executive Director/Co-founder of Family Life Centre, who has come across children as 
young as six or seven who use the online chat tool regularly.

IM’s presence is pervasive in the life of today’s young person, and parents should not ignore it in the hope that it will go away.  Instead, mums 
and dads should consider how they can institute proper use and put safety precautions in place.

“Whether the child reads the parents’ stance as prohibition or as protection, that’s the important thing,” Kan warns.

“If our parenting style has been overprotective and you have a lot of insecurities for your child – every day you open up the newspapers and 
think, ‘Wow, a lot of kids are falling’ – you as a parent will be overly stringent.  There will be a self-transference of your fears onto the child.

“When the child comes along and asks, ‘Can I use MSN Messenger?’ your answer will always be, ‘No, wait until you are older.’  There is a lot 
of procrastination on your part.  The child registers the message that IM is not good.  Or, he will feel that his parents are depriving him of the 
privilege.  He will harbour questions in his mind, resistance may grow, and eventually maybe even deýance.

“He will wonder how old he will be before you will feel it’s safe for him to use IM?  Of course, there is another extreme of parents who say, ‘Don’t 
worry, just go on whenever you want.’  That’s no good too, because there are no boundaries.”

Kan suggests a guidance phase, perhaps sometime within the preteen age range, during which parents show their children how to use IM, with 
clear boundaries lovingly spelt out.  “He must get the message that your protection is put in place for his own good; that depends on how you 
link up with the child on the proper use of IM.”

After a phase of close involvement, he advises that parents continue to be mindful of the online proceedings, “while not being there every 
minute, poking into what’s going on”, he laughs.

“Especially with teens, continue the monitoring on an ad hoc basis, and be kept in the loop.  Find out what interests your child when he uses 
IM, and set proactive rules.  This way, if you feel that he is going into something that may be unhealthy, you still can intervene.  If you react only 
when problems happen – set penalties, take away privileges, etc – the child would be less compliant and less teachable.

“By the time it gets to what we call ‘super’ Internet addiction, it’s too late.  By then, you’re in to reactive rather preventive intervention.  It’s not as 
affective, because by then they are already hooked.”
